It’s also amazing to see what a difference one year can make when
it comes to our goal of being a center of excellence and leader in the field of aging services. The holiday season is a great
time to reflect on all we've accomplished and start setting our sights on the year to come.

In 20ll, we experienced many new and exciting things that helped continue our mission. We share our
accomplishments through our Caring newsletter, which is especially prepared for you - our donors, benefactors and friends
of the campus. This year, we’ve included our holiday letter as a part of this issue of Caring.

Through your generosity, we're able to continue the legacy of Dorothy Stetson and the Stetson Family Fund that
supports new and existing programs and much-needed services. In 2011, Stetson dollars helped to enhance our
recreation and events programming and staffing, with a focus on the Seven Dimensions of Wellness. Support also
assisted with the completion of our Health Care Center’s shower room renovations, turning these areas into spa rooms
for our residents. Finally, Stetson funds are helping the creation of web-based training for the Palliative Care for
Advanced Dementia (PCAD) program, to continue training efforts beyond our walls.

With a continued sluggish economy and cuts to Medicare and Medicaid, you can imagine the negative impact
this has had on some of our seniors. Luckily, we've created the Resident Assistance Fund to provide financial support to
residents who have outlived their resources, or have less monthly income available to them. Dollars also help to cover the
gap in campus reimbursements to ALTCS, Arizona’s version of Medicaid.

Specifically, your support of the Resident Assistance Fund in 2011 provided almost $300,000 in charity care,
with $108,450 to help pay for rental fees, meals, housekeeping and other living expenses for 11 qualified residents.
Funds also provided $191,049 to help the campus cover the gap in reimbursements for residents who utilize ALTCS,
helping us continue our mission to serve those with modest economic means.

Will you Support Beatitudes Campus in 2012?

This year we accomplished many great things and we’re grateful for your continued commitment to our cause.
Now, we look toward 2012 to be another great year of enhancing our programs for residents and their families, welcoming
more residents to our community and expanding our services beyond the walls of the campus. In 2012, we ask for your
support to continue renovations of the Health Care Center’s community spaces and resident’s rooms and
additional dollars for the Resident Assistance Fund.

Tips for Year -End Giving

As the end of 2011 approaches,

financial and tax planning seems more

complex than ever.
